Use A4 paper, Portrait, margins Left/Right 2,5 cm, Top 2,5 cm, Bottom 2,5  cm, Header/Footer 1.5 cm. Alignment Justify, Line Spacing Single, Paragraph Before 6 pt, After 6 pt, Indentation Right/Left 0 pt. Paper should not be longer than 30.000 characters with no spaces and max 16 pages. It should be sent using a button “Make a Submission” on Journal’s website: www.ae.ef.unibl.org.  
Introduction is the first section of an IMRAD paper. Its purpose is to state clearly the investigated problem and provide the reader with relevant background information. It states the objectives of the work and provides an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results.

The purpose of the Introduction should be to supply sufficient background information to enable the reader to understand and evaluate the results of the present study without the need to refer to previous publications on the topic. Introduction should be written mostly in the present tense. /Times New Roman, 12/
2. MATERIALS AND METHODS
Materials and methods are the second section of an IMRAD paper. Its purpose is to describe the experiment in such detail that a competent colleague could repeat the experiment and obtain some or equivalent results. It should provide enough details to allow the work to be reproduced. Already published methods should be indicated with a reference: only relevant modifications should be described. 
3. RESULTS
Results are the third section of an IMRAD paper. Its purpose is to present new information gained in the study. It should be clear and concise. Results are the core of the paper. The Results section shouldn`t start with describing methods that were inadvertently omitted from the Materials and Methods section. Results should be written in the past tense.
4. DISCUSSIONS
The final section of an IMRAD paper. Its purpose is to fit the results from the current study into the preexisting fabric of knowledge. The important points will be expressed as conclusions. This should explore the significance of the results, not repeat them. A combined Results and Discussion section is often appropriate. Avoid extensive citations and discussion of published literature. 
Many papers are rejected by journal editors because of a poorly written Discussion section.
5. CONCLUSIONS
The main conclusions of the study may be presented in a short Conclusions section, which may be a separate section or form a subsection of a Discussion or Results and Discussion section. Conclusions should provide a summary of important findings and their implications for the area of research.
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REFERENCES
All manuscripts should be formatted using the American Psychological Association (APA) citation style. A reference list is a complete list of references used in a piece of writing including the author name, date of publication, title and more. A reference list must: be on a new page at the end of the document and be alphabetically arranged by last name of first author (or title if the author isn’t known, in this case a, an the should be ignored). Reference list should only include works that have been published or accepted for publication. Unpublished works, personal communication (emails, phone calls, etc.), quotations from research participants in a author's study general mentions of whole websites, whole periodicals, and common software should be only mentioned in the text. Reference list should be in the format hanging, Times New Roman, 10, without numbering of references.

If there are multiple works by the same author these are ordered by date, if the works are in the same year they are ordered alphabetically by the title and are allocated a letter (a,b,c etc) after the date. Reference list has to contain full references for all in-text references used.

For the best quality final product, it is highly recommended that you submit all of your artwork – photographs, line drawings, etc. – in an electronic format.

Please note that the British spelling is obligatory.

Citation Instructions for Authors (APA Standards)

Acta Economica Referencing Basics: In-Text Citation
In-text citations are citations within the main body of the text and refer to a direct quote or paraphrase. They correspond to a reference in the main reference list. These citations include the surname of the author and date of publication only. Using an example author James Mitchell, this takes the form:

Mitchell (2017) states… or … (Mitchell, 2017).

The structure of this changes depending on whether a direct quote or parenthetical used:

· Direct Quote: The citation must follow the quote directly and contain a page number after the date, for example (Mitchell, 2017, p.104). This rule holds for all of the variations listed.

· Parenthetical: The page number is not needed.

Two Authors:

The surname of both authors is stated with either ‘and’ or an ampersand between. For example:

Mitchell and Smith (2017) state… or … (Mitchell & Smith, 2017).

Three, Four or Five Authors:

For the first cite, all names should be listed:

Mitchell, Smith, and Thomson (2017) state… or … (Mitchell, Smith, & Thomson, 2017).

Further cites can be shorted to the first author’s name followed by et al:

Mitchell et al. (2017) state… or … (Mitchell et al, 2017).

Six or More Authors:

Only the first author’s surname should be stated followed by et al., see the above example.

No Authors:

If the author is unknown, the first few words of the reference should be used. This is usually the title of the source.

If this is the title of a book, periodical, brochure or report, is should be italicized. For example:

(A guide to citation, 2017).

If this is the title of an article, chapter or web page, it should be in quotation marks. For example:

(“APA Citation”, 2017).

Citing Authors with Multiple Works from One Year:

Works should be cited with a, b, c etc. following the date. These letters are assigned within the reference list, which is sorted alphabetically by the surname of the first author. For example:

(Mitchell, 2017a) or (Mitchell, 2017b).

Citing Multiple Works in One Parentheses:

If these works are by the same author, the surname is stated once followed by the dates in order chronologically. For instance:

Mitchell (2007, 2013, 2017) or (Mitchell, 2007, 2013, 2017)

If these works are by multiple authors then the references are ordered alphabetically by the first author separated by a semicolon as follows:

(Mitchell & Smith 2017; Thomson, Coyne, & Davis, 2015).

Citing a Group or Organization:

For the first cite, the full name of the group must be used. Subsequently this can be shortened. For example:

First cite: Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC, 2020) states… or…(Centers for Disease Control and Prevention [CDC], 2020) 
Further cites: CDC (2020) states…or (CDC, 2020)
Citing a Secondary Source:

In this situation the original author and date should be stated first followed by ‘as cited in’ followed by the author and date of the secondary source. For example:

Lorde (1980) as cited in Mitchell (2017) or (Lorde, 1980, as cited in Mitchell, 2017)
